» Commons = resources collectively used, cared for and governed by
a community.

 [ypes: natural (water, soll, air, forests), cultural (heritage,
Knowledge), social (urban gardens, libraries), digital (open data).

» Commons = relationships between resources, commoners and
rules.

From “Tragedy” to “Governance”

» Garrett Hardin’s “Tragedy of the Commons” (1968):
Claimed that individuals, acting in their self-interest, inevitably
overexploit shared resources. This pessimistic view suggested
that common goods are doomed to degradation unless
privatized or requlated by external authority.

. 2Edi)n9c)>r Ostrom’s response (Nobel Prize in Economics,
Through extensive fieldwork, Ostrom demonstrated that
communities are capable of governing shared resources
effectively — without either markets or states — by creating
local rules, trust networks, and collective monitoring
sysiems.




From “Tragedy” to “Governance”

» Clearly defined boundaries

» Rules adapted to local conditions

Inclusive decision-making by users

» Respect from higher authorities for local rules
» Monitoring of resource use by the community
» Graduated sanctions for violators
